Top 10 Tips on how to maximise your mark!

1. FOLLOW INSTRUCTIONS!

The instructions on my notes are based on what the CE syllabus document states – so, do as you’re told!

2. COVER DESIGN

The cover page is the first thing that the reader sees, so take the trouble to ensure that it’s clearly and imaginatively presented, and that it includes all the necessary info.

3. CONTENTS PAGE

This may sound obvious, but check that this reflects what you’ve actually included, and that everything’s in the correct order!

4. INTRODUCTION

This will be given its own mark, so (even though it’s supposed to be brief) make sure it’s done properly. (Guidance will be given in class).
5. PRESENTATION

Think about how you can give your work a stylish appearance!    

6. ‘VISUALS’

Make sure your work includes some interesting pictures / illustrations / photos / diagrams, so that you grab your reader’s attention.

7. THINK FOR YOURSELF!

You MUST include some information on the origins and the core beliefs of the religion. Then you decide on the main focus of the project.
8. SHOW SOME INITIATIVE!

Don’t just do as you’re told.  Provide evidence that you’ve talked to a follower and /or visited a holy place.

9. CONCLUSION

This is probably the most important page of all, as it summarises what you think (e.g. what you’ve learnt) at the end of your work. (Guidance will be given in class). Like the introduction, it will be given a separate mark; unlike the introduction, it needs to be written in reasonable detail.

10. BIBLIOGRAPHY

The more detailed the better!  A bibliography that just refers to one or two books suggests that your research has been very limited.
